All non-Barbadian students are required to obtain a student visa. The visa is granted
on completion of a Certificate of Eligibility (H-1 and H-2 forms) submitted through
the University. To comply with the immigration requirements, new students must
submit the completed application forms (H-1 and H-2) along with:

(i) 1 passport sized photograph

(ii) proof of accommodation

(iii) proof of financial support

(iv) bio page of current passport

(v) application fee - BBD $300
