Position Description

The Biology Department invites applications for one nine-month limited term appointment (LTA) to begin
August 12, 2024.

We seek applicants with a foundational background in biology (an undergraduate degree in Biology or related
field) and a PhD. Preference will be given to individuals with previous classroom teaching experience and
strong communication skills. The primary responsibility of the successful candidate will be teaching two
sections of Biology 111 Introductory Cell Biology in the fall term and two sections of Biology 112 Diversity of
Life in the winter term. These courses serve students from most programs in the Faculty of Science and a small
number of students from other faculties. Two additional one-term (3-credit) courses may include 2" year
courses in plant biology or introductory microbiology or 3™ year courses in the areas of organismal biology,
ecology or as determined from the candidate’s area of expertise.

The successful candidate should employ an equitable, diverse, inclusive, and accessible teaching approach to
promote a respectful environment for all students, staff, and faculty.
