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Technology Tips & Tricks

Would you like to turn off the audio notifications in Collaborate Ultra?

Audio notifications (“beeps”) are an optional accessibility feature that Blackboard has incorporated into Collaborate
Ultra. If you find audio notifications helpful, by all means leave them on. Some users may wish to turn them off, either
because they find them distracting, or because they do not want them transmitted by their microphones.

To turn off notifications, first open the Collaborate panel (if it is not already open) by clicking on the purple tab in the
lower right corner of the screen. You will see a number of icons. Click on the “cog” icon (circled in the following
screenshot).

ERENCNON

This will open the Settings panel. Click on “Notification Settings” to open that section. You will see a number of check
boxes. Uncheck all (or just some) of the boxes, each of which pertains to a particular type of audio notification.

That’s all there is to it!
